A word from Fr. John, 
 Our various projects are moving along.  The work to 
address the water issues in the basement of Martha House is 
wrapping up.  Now we need to restore the finishes on the walls, 
ceiling and floors that were removed in the main meeting room, 
as well as putting everything back and reorganizing the storage 
room and maintenance shop.  We have been consulting with 
Barbara Lake and Julie Bailey about making some adjustments  
and additions to make the room more functional for Youth 
Ministry, Sacramental Preparation, and the other activities that  
regularly take place in that space.  The goal is to get everything 
in place for the start of activities by mid-September.  Again, I 
thank all of those who contributed their volunteer time and talent 
to assist with preparing and restoring the space in conjunction 
with this project. 
 The Church Masonry and Steeple project also has been 
making progress.  Unfortunately,  the rate of completion is not 
what was originally anticipated.  So, it looks like the work will 
stretch into September.  That means that the work on the drop 
off area, sidewalks, ramp and front stairs will be pushed off into 
September as well.

The contractor, who will be working 
on the modifications to the metal and glass enclosure at the west 
side entrance to prevent avalanching snow from the upper roof 
from cascading onto the steps, was on site reviewing the existing 
conditions in order to refine their plans.  I do not have a start 
date yet for this work.  But the goal is to complete it before the 
snow falls.  I would ask for your continued cooperation and 
patience as all of this important and necessary work is 
completed.  And please pray that the work progresses so that it 
can be completed in time for our parishôs 150th Anniversary 
celebration on the weekend of October 7th & 8th. 
 There has been a pause in John Dowdellôs Eagle Service 
Project, as he has been away at the National Jamboree and then 
summer camp at Massawepie Scout Camp in the Adirondacks.  
But he is returning this coming week, so progress on this work 
should pick up soon.
